§ 1.

Subject Matter of Contract

The subject matter of this contract is to define principles governing provision of educational services for a fee by Maritime University to the Student, who is a non-national, within the studies specified in the introduction herein.

§ 2.

Declarations of both parties

1. Maritime University declares that: 

a. it is a public university as defined in article 2, provision 2 of Law On Higher Education of 27th July, 2005 (Regulations Gazette No 164, item 1365),
b. it meets the requirements, including staff requirements, that are indispensable to provide education within the studies specified in the introduction of this contract,

c. the organization and curriculum together with the student’s rights and duties are set out in the Regulations Governing the Studies in Maritime University in Gdynia adopted by the Senate of Gdynia Maritime University in the Resolution No 21 of 27th April, 2007, 

d. the studies specified in the introduction herein are conducted in accordance with curricula and syllabuses on the basis of educational standards laid in the Resolution of the Minster of Science and Higher Education of 12th July, 2007, which concerns educational standards for particular subjects and teaching quality, procedures of setting up a higher educational institution and the requirements it has to meet in order to provide interdisciplinary studies and macro-fields (Regulations Gazette No 164, item 1166 with later amendments),

e. detailed conditions of the studies in a subsequent academic year/semester  containing a list of subjects and the number of lectures, classes, laboratories and internships,  a list of names of people conducting courses together with their scientific titles, then: place, time and method of conducting the courses together with the requirements for completing particular subjects will be announced to the Student on the official website www.am.gdynia.pl before commencing each subsequent semester; this information will be updated each time a change occurs,
f.  upon successful completion of studies, the Student receives a professional title: engineer, bachelor or master (please delete as appropriate), which the  University is authorized to grant and pledges to maintain this authority until planned completion of the studies chosen by the Student,
g. provisions of this contract are in accordance with the Resolution of the Minster of Science and Higher Education of 12th October, 2006 concerning enrolling in and following degree programmes and training courses by non-nationals and  their participation in scientific research and development works (Regulations Gazette No 190, item 1406 with later amendments),

h. the studies that this contract refers to are offered to foreigners in the language specified in the introduction herein.

2. The Student declares that he/she has read and understood: 

a. Regulations Governing Studies at Gdynia Maritime University,

b. Student Accommodation Regulations of Seaman Houses, 

which are made public in the English language on the official website of the University.

§ 3.

Obligations of both parties

1. Maritime University is obliged to:

a) organize the courses conducted by academic teachers who have the appropriate scientific, didactic or professional qualifications,

b) issue, upon successful completion of the studies, a diploma in conformity with the completed field of studies,

c) realize the curriculum in accordance with the educational standards defined for this particular field of studies,

d) make public on its official website www.am.gdynia.pl: the contents of legally binding documents of Maritime University and information about the schedule, syllabus and tuition fee with the term by which it is payable, 

e) ensure that the Student has the rights resulting from: Law on Higher Education of 27th July 2005, the directives to this Law, the Statute, the Regulations Governing Studies and other internal regulations and especially the active and passive right for election to collegial bodies of the University,

f) issue a certificate of enrollment for studies so that the Student can submit it to the respective office in order to obtain a permission to reside for a definite time on the territory of the Republic of Poland.

2. The Student is obliged to:

a) carry out all the duties defined in Law on Higher Education of 27th July 2005, the Statute of Gdynia Maritime University and the Regulations Governing Studies in Gdynia Maritime University and to obey internal regulations and instructions of people conducting the courses,

b) notify Maritime University of any changes in personal data specified in this Contract, including the address; in case the Student does not notify the University of the address change, any information sent to the last address given by the Student shall be deemed as delivered,

c) pay the fees by the due date and in the manner prescribed by the University authorities throughout the whole period of studies in accordance with the principles set out herein.
· 4.

Types of fees

1. Maritime University shall charge a fee for provision of educational services to a foreigner within the studies as specified in the contract. 

2. The Student shall pay a non-refundable recruitment fee as prescribed by the University authorities.

3. The Student retaking a semester shall pay an extra fee.

4. When being granted a conditional credit for a particular semester, the Student shall pay an extra fee for every subject retaken. The condition to be granted a possibility to take the conditional session is submission of the fee before taking the session.

5. The Student shall pay a fee for:

a. readmission to the studies after being excluded from the list of students because of outstanding payments for the studies,

b. making up differences in the curricula. 

6. When making up differences in the curricula the Student shall pay a fee for every extra subject. 

7. The type and the amount of particular fees are set out in Attachment No 2, 3 and 4 to this contract.

8. The amount of a fee for differences in the curricula is prescribed by the respective Dean on the basis of the table in Attachment No 3 to this contract.

9. The fees paid by the Student shall be increased by a part of the payment of a group tutor in the University proportional to one person.

§5.

Setting fees 

1. The amount of fees for a given academic year is prescribed by the Rector of Maritime University.

2. The amount of fees for a subsequent academic year may change if the costs of providing educational services by Maritime University change.

3. The information about a change in fees, mentioned in point. 2 shall be made public to students through: the notice board, the website www.am.gdynia.pl and individual notice sent to the Student, not later than 2 months before commencing a subsequent year or a semester of the studies.

4. A change in fees during the academic year shall not be introduced more than once a year.

5. The fees may be altered by not more than 7% of their original amount.

6. If the rate of inflation announced by GUS for the period starting with the date of the previous rise in the fees exceeds 7%, an increase by more than 7% may be announced; yet not bigger than the rate of inflation calculated for this period.

Fees for documents

1. The University charges a fee in accordance with the Resolution of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of 2nd November, 2006 for issuing documents and their duplicates (Attachment No 4 to this contract).

2. A change in the amount of fees shall be introduced as a result of changes in the Resolution mentioned above, without separate notification of the Student.

§7

Submission of fees
1. Fees are payable by bank transfer to the University’s bank account. 

2. The date of payment is the date of reception of the money on the University’s account.

3. Educational fees for the studies are payable for each year of education in advance, two weeks before commencing the academic year.

4. Principles governing collection and submission of fees for the studies may change. The information about a change in the principles concerning submission of fees for the part-time studies shall be made public to students through: the notice board, the internal portal for students and separate notification of the Student, not later than 2 months before commencing a subsequent academic year or semester. 

§ 8.

Consequences of failure to pay fees

1. The condition to be granted an exam card and prolongation of validly of a student identity card is settlement of financial obligations towards the University.

2. In case of outstanding payments for the studies, the Dean summons the Student to settle the payments under the threat of expulsion.

3. In case of failure to perform the financial obligations specified in point 2 within 14 days upon the documented delivery of the reminder, the Dean may exclude the Student, who is behind with the payments, from the list of students.

4. The Student is eligible to appeal against the decision of expulsion within 7 days.

5. The appeal shall be dealt with by the Dean, who may make a decision to readmit the Student and specify the conditions and terms of settling the outstanding fees. 
6. If the appeal is turned down by the Dean, the Rector deals with it in accordance with the regulations set out in Law on Higher Education of 27th July, 2005.
§ 9.
Payment of fees
1. The tuition fee is broken down into two categories:

a. tuition fee – “OPŁATA” (PAYMENT) should be written down as the purpose of bank transfer, 

b. other fees (for instance: retaking the subject, conditional credit etc.)

2. When nothing is written about the category of the fee, the transferred money is firstly used to pay the outstanding and current tuition fees for the studies and then for other outstanding and current payments; finally this money is used to settle the tuition fees and other payments due after the date of money reception until the total sum is used up.

Termination of the contract
1. The Student may terminate the present contract by giving written notice about his/her withdrawal from the studies to the Dean two weeks in advance.

2. The contract is terminated when the decision about expulsion of the Student is final.

3. In case of written notice about the Student’s withdrawal, permission for a leave or expulsion, Maritime Academy upon a written request of the Student refunds a part of the payment made in advance exclusively for the period which has not been used by the Student; it is calculated from the end of the month when the Student handed in his/her resignation or when the respective decision became irrevocable.
§11.
Final provisions
1. The Student agrees to have his/her personal data processed by Gdynia Maritime University in accordance with the Act of 29th August 1997, Act on Personal Data Protection (Regulations Gazette No 133, item 883) for the needs of recruitment and registration; this refers to the data contained in questionnaires, surveys, documents or other materials revealed, submitted or made accessible to Gdynia Maritime Academy. 
2. In cases not defined by this contract, the Civil Code regulations, Acts of 27th July 2005, Law on Higher Education and other respective regulations apply.

3. The contract is made in two copies; one copy for each Party.
